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(d) Show the steps that need to be taken for someone suffering from a severe cut on the leg and on the wrist.

Tell the dangers in the use of a tourniquet

and the conditions under which its use is justified.

(e) Explain when a bee sting could be life threatening

and what action should be taken for prevention

and for first aid.

() Explain the symptoms of heatstroke

and what action should be taken for first aid

and for prevention.
